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M-3 Tilt Base

SETUP
The M-3 tilting base is configured for a right hand manipulator like the KITE-R. 
If you are using a left hand manipulator, you will need to reverse the L bracket 
before you install the manipulator. 

NOTE: Use the M8 thumb screw (included) to mount the base to an air table.

Reverse the L Bracket for a Left Hand Manipulator

Base Plate

L Bracket

Hex Screws

1.	 Use the hex wrench provided 
to remove the two screws that 
secure the L bracket to the 
base plate.

2.	 Rotate the L bracket 180º as 
shown on the right side of Fig. 
1.

3.	 Using the hex wrench, rein-
stall the screws to secure the 
L bracket.

ATTACH MANIPULATOR TO TILT BASE
Normally, the manipulator is attached so that it points down the inclined plane 
of the base plate. The M-3 tilt base kit includes a hex wrench and two M4 x 
6mm hex screws. The manipulator only aligns with two holes on the L bracket, 
so only two screws are used to mount the manipulator to the base. 

NOTE: All the screws are countersunk so that when they are installed the 
head of the screw is flush with instrument. If the manipulator is improperly in-
stalled, or if longer screws are used, the screws will interfere with the operation 
of the manipulator.

For the purpose of demonstration, we will install a KITE-L on the M-3. Other 
manipulators will be similar.

1.	 Remove the 12mm clamp from the KITE. This clamp will not be used with 
the tilt base.

2.	 For a KITE-L, reverse the L bracket according to the directions under Setup. 

3.	 Line up the holes 
on the back side 
of the manipula-
tor with the holes 
in the L bracket of 
the base. The back 
of the manipulator 
is the side without 
the markings. The 
L bracket has four 
holes, but only two 
are used to mount 
the manipulator

4.	 Use the hex wrench 
provided and install 
the two screws 
into the counter-
sunk holes of the L 
bracket.
